John Lawton proposed, and Richard Terry seconded, adoption of the NCPTA Model Constitution to include “friends” (***).  (But retaining the name Rossett School Harrogate Parent Teacher Association - “Rossett School PTA”).

SCHOOL UPDATE :
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The academic year has started well with a record number of students in the school.

With a bigger year group (262) in Year 7 and a larger number in the 6" form overall our numbers are
around 1450.

GCSE and A level results were very good. A level was especially pleasing as by all the ‘measures’ we
have improved from last year.

It has been much ‘tighter’ this year for students applying to University as the competition is much
greater. However with a couple of exceptions, where they have decided to wait until 2012, all
students have found places on appropriate courses. Joe Hughes with 4 A*has got a place at
Cambridge. There are others with similar qualifications who have chosen not to apply but have got
places at other top universities.

Equally pleasing are those students who entered the 6" form with lower grades but have made good
progress and exceeded their targets.

At GCSE 97% of the year group gained 5+A*-C grades — 1% up on last year. The Maths results were a

little odd and have dropped compared with last year — we are discussing the issues with other

schools who have had a similar experience but the overall impact is that the 5+ with Eng & Maths ¥
has dropped this year.

Year 9 & Year 10 option results were excellent with Y9 especially exceeding all expectation against
their targets. Both year groups enter the next year with very good grades on which to build, secure
in the knowledge that they ‘can do it’.

Computer upgrade — we undertook an ambitious project over the summer to replace some servers,

upgrade to Windows 7 and improve our internet connection. This has not been without its problems
at the beginning of term but hopefully these will all be resolved by the end of next week and we will
have a system which is much more efficient and effective than the previous one.

Tanzania Expedition — 15 Y13 students and 3 staff made the trip to Kilimanjaro during the summer.

Two students were ill very close to the top so two of the staff had to return down with them but the
rest all made it. They also had a great time helping with construction projects & teaching in a village
school plus a safari and some time to relax on the beach.

A similar trip to India is planned for the current Y13 for next summer.
Samba Band — have auditioned and got a place to play at the Olympics next summer

Enterprise day — a successful day at the beginning of term for potential Y5/6 students — thanks to
PTA for providing a presence & lovely cakes!
